Lord of the Flies


Lord of the Flies – Reading Assignment & Activities

Our first class novel will be William Golding’s Lord of the Flies.  Because this is an honors course, you will start reading the novel on your own before we discuss it in class.  While you are reading, you will be required to annotate your text as you read.  Annotation is making notes, asking questions, and underlining passages as you read to help you better understand the novel.  

You will need to complete the following tasks as you read:

· Front inside cover

· your name (first and last) and period

· Character list of the 8 most important characters – write each character’s name and begin with a brief character description.  Then, record information that is important to that character and anything else relevant you need to add.  LEAVE SPACE BETWEEN CHARACTERS!!!

· A key to how you will be identifying the following literary elements throughout the novel:

· Blue = conflicts – Highlight the conflict and identify whether it is internal or external with a pen or pencil.

· Yellow = symbols – Highlight the symbol and identify what it represents in pen or pencil.
· Orange = characterization – Highlight the trait and identify the character it describes in pen or pencil.

· Pink = foreshadowing – Highlight the clue and identify what it might reveal in pen or pencil.
· Back inside cover
· Ongoing List of Symbols
· conch, fire, symbols, war paint, beast/beastie, pig, creepers, etc.
· Themes to Remember
· Keep a list and add to it as you read {with comments and/or page numbers}
· civility vs. savagery
Book Checks – {25 points each}

There will be at least two book checks to make sure you are completing your reading and annotating of the novel.  The first check will be Wednesday, September 28th.  I am expecting to see that you have the front and back covers filled out with the above information and have started (or finished) the highlighting for Chapters 1-7.  It is okay if you are not all the way finished, but you must have your book in-class the day of the book check or you will not receive any credit.

Complete the Lord of the Flies questions – {35 points}

Answer all of the questions in complete sentences.  You do not need to write the questions down.  You are highly encouraged to type them out. These will be due the day of your comprehension quiz on Chapters 1-7 {September 28th}
Be ready to take a quiz on September 28th  - The quiz will be checking your reading comprehension of chapters 1-7. {30 points}
